Men's Basketball Program

The McCook Park District will be offering two Men's Basketball Programs for the 2025-2026
season. The Senior Basketball Program is designed for a less competitive level of play for older
adults (50 & up). The 18 & Older Basketball Program is designed for younger adults seeking a
faster more competitive game. Registration and program details are listed below.

Senior Basketball Program
The Senior Basketball Program will meet on Mondays from 6 pm to 8 pm and Thursdays
from 6 pm to 7:30 pm. The Program begins Thursday, October 2nd, and will continue on
consecutive Mondays and Thursdays throughout the month of April (holidays excluded). This
program is free to McCook residents. 
Registration for village residents, extended family members, and village employees begins on
Monday, September 8th, during regular office hours in the gym. Open registration will begin
on Monday, September 15th, and continue until all roster positions are filled. A one-time
program fee of $175.00 will be required of all non-residents registering for both Monday and
Thursday programming at the time of registration. A one-time fee of $90.00 will be required
of all non-residents registering for a single day, either Monday or Thursday, programming at
the time of registration. 

18 & Older Basketball Program
This Program begins on Wednesday, October 1  from 6 pm to 8:30 pm and will continue on
consecutive Wednesdays throughout the month of April (holidays excluded). Registration for
village residents, extended family members, and village employees begins Monday, September
8th, during regular office hours in the gym. Open registration will begin on Monday,
September 15th, and continue until all roster positions are filled. A one-time program fee of
$90.00 will be required of all non-residents at the time of registration. This program is free to
residents. 
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Teams will be selected randomly on site on a weekly basis, and officiating will be conducted by game
participants. Game substitutions and alternation opportunities to play will also be managed by program
participants. All participants will be expected to conduct themselves with regard for all intentions, guidelines,
and policies established by the McCook Park District. Participants will be required to leave the premises and
forfeit future opportunities to play when unsportsmanlike conduct is demonstrated, the safe play of others is
jeopardized, or in any other manner, a participant prevents the program from occurring as intended. If
interested, please review the Conditions of Play (on our website) before registering to ensure this activity
satisfies your interest. Notice will be provided should the District find it necessary to cancel any program. 
Village residents, extended family members, and village employees may continue to register during the open
registration period, but will not be guaranteed roster availability. Village residents, extended family, and
village employees are not required to pay a registration fee.
